Notice how the Phaser 7800 reproduces a photograph with lifelike quality 
and accurate tones. Output from the CP6015 is over saturated and the 
colors are not accurate.

Notice how crisp the text appears in output from the Phaser 7800 
whereas edge definition from the CP6015 is mottled and inconsistent.

7800. By contrast, output from the HP CP6015 isn’t as well defined, and 
the lines aren’t nearly as crisp.

Take a look at the color bars across the top of the images, the Phaser 7800 is  
able to smoothly go from reds to purple to dark blue and into the blues 1 . 
Looking further along the color scale, the Phaser 7800 produces multiple 
shades of green 2  whereas the HP CP6015 essentially has two shades. The 
HP CP6015 cannot match these colors and just doesn’t have the color space.

Intuitive, easy-to-use color touch screen
The Phaser 7800 features an easy-to-use color touch-screen interface 
with large icons and intuitive menu navigation. If a problem does occur, 
the screen shows embedded step-by-step trouble shooting videos. By 
contrast, the HP CP6015 does not offer a touch screen. Users are forced 
to navigate through a difficult menu structure, and it does not have 
embedded videos to help if a problem arises.
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Enhanced productivity with Print Around
This shot of the Phaser 7800 printer’s front panel shows two jobs in the 
print queue. The Print Around feature holds a job in need of resources  
(such as a special paper size) and prints the next job in the queue.

Never wait for a critical print job.

Notice the warning in this shot of the HP CP6015 printer’s front panel. 
The printer is stalled, since the correct paper is not found in Tray 1. No 
other subsequent jobs can print unless either the correct paper for this 
first job is loaded, this job is cancelled, or if the user instructs the machine 
to use another tray. In a busy office, this can quickly lead to bottlenecks 
and lost productivity.
